THE ETHICS OF WATER AND EDUCATING PEOPLE

Guidelines for a policy of sustainable development

Water is the source of all forms of life , it has been present in their slow development  and has been the basis of their organization. It has played an active role in all societies, has inspired their beliefs and fears, has enhanced their crops  and spiritual growth, encouraged the emergence of civilizations  and relationships between men on a planetary level. A source of life , water in its interaction with the other elements symbolizes the dialectic Nature/Culture which establishes and organizes the complex development of man. It is through education that the process of mental individuation and social individualisation will lead to civic awareness. Only this awareness of solidarity  and responsibility will enable man to reassert the triple relationship between self , others and nature. It is through partnerships aimed at structuring formal, non formal and informal learning frameworks, in an organized and lasting manner, that multi-level teaching can encourage new attitudes essential to bringing about a change in behaviour patterns.

Education leading to a code of ethics concerning water is part of this process which is constructivist and eco-system orientated.

When confronted with water crises which are already apparent in most places , short term solutions ward off problems which often in the long term accelerate the damage done to natural resources.

“The problem lies in ourselves in this sort of intimate core which determines our vision of the world, our relationship with others and nature, the choices we make and the values we live by” Pierre Rabhi.

In order to change behaviour patterns which reflect man’s responsibility , we need an educational framework which encourages the understanding of natural phenomena which in turn would make populations more respectful , more aware of others  and more civic-minded.

By looking at water in all its aspects, the biological , the cultural and the aesthetic , this education towards a code of ethics would bring about a real involvement of populations which is imperative in the overcoming of future jeopardizing crises.

The necessary changes in individual behaviour relating to water resources is recognized as a prerequisite to the success of water policy. This change cannot be brought about by academic discourse on water issues but could be better achieved  through essential education programmes for the public at large on the ethics of water. The UNESCO programme “Education for All” or the European Community’s “Water throughout Life “ have similar objectives.

The acknowledgement of the principle “educating people about water” regularly comes to mind (No sustainable development without education, K. Matsuura, DG of UNESCO in September 2003; proposition made at the Executive Council of UNESCO N° 16EX/12 on 10/03/2003 ;….), the defining of a corresponding policy, its implementation as well as its success will be linked to the finding of recognized skills , the setting up of networks of existing expertise, teacher training , an interdisciplinary approach , the acquiring of values and skills , the taking into consideration of experiments that have worked, and the thoughts and suggestions of others.

These are themes for thought for the participants at this Colloquy whose ideas for action will be presented at the Cannes International Symposium on Water and the Environment (23rd, 24th,25th,26th,27th June 2003) and at UNESCO before the end of 2003.

THOUGHTS BEHIND THIS PROJECT

We can mention a few international events organized by the United Nations itself or its agencies. In 1977,the congress at Tbilissi set down twelve major educational policies  relating to the environment . In Rio in 1992 , priority was given to educating the public. In 1997 in Thessaloniki the bases for educating the people for a viable future were redefined  and the importance of communication was emphasized. In 2000 at the Malmo Summit Meeting of Ministers of the Environment , Kofi Annan , U.N. Secretary General made an appeal “It is vital to make a major effort in educating the public because as it stands we can’t even keep a discussion going on the issue”.
The Cannes International Symposium (June 2002) put forward the idea of organizing a Colloquy on educating different social groups on a sustainable use of water.

Is the lack of public awareness about environmental issues, denounced by Kofi Annan, the cause of the slowness of countries in addressing the issue of sustainable water management?

Could it not also be related to the present dearth of educational projects?

· THE AIMS OF THIS INTERNATIONAL COLLOQUY
This Colloquy aims to pool international expertise with the help of specialists , educators , administrators  and observers to analyse the concept of educating the public in a code of ethics relating to water.

It proposes to :

-
define criteria for performance and success and also the reasons for failure.

-
define teaching methods.

-
pool knowledge, skills and experiments that have worked.

-
encourage the creation of regional specialist networks.

-
Put forward new practical ways and strategies in any way  related to educational policy towards a code of ethics on the use of water by people while taking into account their diversity.

This Colloquy will reassert the importance of educating people to change their way of life. “The future of the world  will be a race between education and catastrophe from now on ” (.G.Wells)  It will have to focus on  partnership between the formal educational system and the decision –makers in the community ( people working in water agencies , local authorities , associations, the community)It will also present teaching activities , aids and methods which provide real links with water in its natural , symbolic and cultural dimensions.

It will also need to assess the outcome of on-going projects  and their future.

· International Colloquy and Chronology of  Events:

Phase 1 : International Colloquy in Cogolin (19th 20th and 21st June)

*Equal importance will be given to debate and lectures .

*A specialist committee will select articles which will be restricted to a duration of 20 minutes.

*Speakers and contributors must pay special attention to define their terminology in order to avoid academic discourse and give their papers a practical approach.

*The content of the guide and glossary (intended for coordinators , organizers and administrators) will be examined by ^participants particularly for its coherence in terms of the enormous amount of work carried out over the last thirty years by intergovernmental agencies  and international specialists which has often been taken for granted.

*Definition of a follow-up strategy.

Phase 2 : Cannes International Symposium (23rd to 27th June 2003)

Presentation and debate on the output of the Cogolin  Colloquyand its proposed actions, the guide and glossary with the participants  at this symposium entitled “Water and the Environment”

Phase 3 : UNESCO Seminar in Paris (November 2003)

A final presentation and debate on this  work carried out by specialists at the previous events in the form of a seminar in Paris at the end of 2003.

FOLLOW-UP  / THE ASSESSMENT CRITERION OF A COLLOQUY

Participants should define the monitoring conditions of the actions put forward at the Colloquy. Particular attention should be given to ways of informing the community , ministries and intergovernmental organizations about these actions  and their implementation on the ground.

“If we cannot put these recommendations made at the Colloquy into practice in the form of practical actions and tangible results, then we should ask ourselves serious questions about their usefulness” K. Matsuura, Director General of UNESCO - 02/2002.

We ask delegates to e-mail us in advance  their propositions  for follow-up strategies or relevant remarks etc. to enable us to prepare a draft project  on proposed actions.

LAYOUT

Delegates wishing to present a lecture must abide by the following strict rules :

· Lectures must be submitted in their finished form.

· The following elements must appear on the first page : the title (Times Roman 12), the authors’ names (Times Roman 12) and synopsis (Times Roman 11), maximum 200 words , in French and in English.

· On the last pages, a bibliography and index (Two levels of maximum) in Times Roman 11.

· Format of paper : A4. The upper, lower, right and left hand margins : 3 cms.

· The text of the lecture (minimum (3000 words minimum, 6000 words maximum) must be printed in Times Rom 11

· Foot notes in Times Roman 9

· Three levels for titles : bold print ,Times Roman. Size: title level n°1 TR13 , title level n°2 TR12 , title level n°3 TR11 italic

· Technical terms, even common use , for example education or ethics must be defined in a glossary.

· The sub-theme, (selected from 5 proposed sub-themes) to which the lecture should be related must be mentioned on your application form.

LECTURE VIEWPOINT 

Your lecture must be explicitly related to the concept “education”.

What do we mean by education ? The concept “education” can mean information ,sensititation, basic education ,training, these different aspects are interrelated anyway. It is a broad concept - education is by no means limited to “schooling” and it involves decision –makers from a variety of fields like the family, society, local authorities , professionals, associations, etc.

While adopting a multi-disciplinarian and ecosystem related approach, this education establishes its aims and experiments , finds facts, analyses situations, encourages thought and assesses the outcome of its actions in relation to proposed tasks.

This educational programme must take into consideration the diversity of people in terms of their cultural and social backgrounds and the diversity of the individual’s mental frameworks.

In our case education is related to a natural resource (present situation, what is at stake, the future) in its individual and collective interaction with man. It is also related to associated values like solidarity, sharing, equity, economy, respect, human rights, justice, prevention and environmentally concerned citizenship. It is also related to the emergence of a code of ethics and a real willingness to resolve the complex problems of sustainable management of water. The demands of this educational programme are expressed in strategies, content and pedagogical methods adapted to various contexts and people.

This educational project seeks to reconcile a connection between water in its natural, symbolic and cultural dimensions in order not to reduce this vital element to a simple consumer product.

Education remains a difficult art which cannot be improvised and it presupposes prior training which requires the potential  educator to keep constantly up to date and to acquire pedagogical skills, the ability to identify, conceptualise, implement, and assess target projects. To conclude, the defining of an educational project should involve consulting numerous guides, publications, articles and proposals published by intergovernmental organizations and institutions of different nationalities, recognized specialists - works which have remained far too long without acknowledgement.

Information. The process of disseminating knowledge ( factual descriptions, commentaries… )  using different media ( books, newspapers, publicity..) word of mouth (the individual, radio) sound and picture ( tv, hoarding, internet) for a non targeted public.

Raising awareness. The process of making people aware in  order to encourage realization and to facilitate access to knowledge. This presupposes interactive exchange, practical experience more than often in an informal setting such as field trips or Colloquys.

Basic  education. :Attempts to develop knowledge and skills allowing  integration in society and a sense of responsibility. This comes under the heading of formal education ( school, university) and also of other social structures like the family, the work place, the community and places of worship. These objectives are set out in “Education for all” (UNESCO) and in “Education throughout Life “ (EU)

Training. The essential process of transforming knowledge into know-how and into a professional skill. 

Nota Bene: We recommend that, before the start of the Colloquy, each delegate submit one or more proposals for concrete action along with its implementation – to be sent by e-mail to the Colloquy secretary. These proposals will be distributed to all the delegates and should hence give rise to comment and generally contribute to the success of the Colloquy. 

SELECTION OF LECTURES BY THE SPECIALIST COMMITTEE AND MINUTES OF THE COLLOQUY

All the lectures or articles selected by the specialist committee will be published in the Colloquy Minutes. However, the selected articles cannot all be delivered orally in lecture form on account of the time limit involved and because we wish to give priority to discussion.

The organization has put forward certain criteria for the Colloquy – for example to give priority to discussion  and debate, to propositions for concrete action, to the promotion of a follow-up strategy after the Colloquy, and the committee reserves the right to select articles  for oral delivery or lectures at the Colloquy.

The specialist committee verifies the quality of the articles submitted and that their content  strictly complies with the Colloquy themes and requirements. They will be subsequently published in the Minutes. The specialist committee selects the articles for oral delivery by order of importance as the Colloquy time is limited  to three days and we give priority to debate and discussion.
